Make the smallest circle worth the
most points. Then pick a spot to stand that everyone will stand on to throw the bean bag. Whoever hits
the highest points wins! If you have very young children in your group, let them stand closer. Make
grown kids and adults stand further away. If there is a tie for first, those tied must toss again until there
is a winner.
